Cheltenham Town’s Her Game Too
ambassador, Kelly-Marie Selhy, tells
us: “Growing up loving football, it
was so sad that not only did girls
not have the opportunities that
boys had to further their abilities,
but trying to voice my opinion was
almost impossible. As soon as | tried
to express any views | was told | was
a girl, I didn’t know anything about
football, and | should just concentrate
on make up and being a girl.

“The younger me shied away from
fighting, but as | got older, | knew
this wasn't right and that | should be
allowed to join in on conversations
about football. So when the
opportunity came to become an
ambassador of an amazing campaign
to empower women to have a voice
without fear, | put myself forward.
Over the past few months I've been
ambassador for Her Game Too
Cheltenham, and this has now grown
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with three incredible ladies
coming on board - Mary
Stone, Taz Scoles and
Emily Moore.
